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Cycles of Faith  
Commemoration of All the Faithful Departed 
 One of the most terrifying events in a parent's life is the discovery 
that his or her child has become addicted to drugs. But with love, parents  
can begin the long road to recovery both for their child and for themselves. 
Early on, one difficult aspect of this recovery is the addict's tendency to 
want to isolate him or herself away from the world. They are ashamed, 
angry, embarrassed; it is easier for them to resist temptation by shutting  
out the world, but their parents have a tough time understanding this. All 
they see is someone existing, not living. 
 Jesus makes a tremendous promise in today's Gospel reading from 
John. To all those who are simply existing, he extends the invitation of life.  
He describes himself as the bread of life and says, "I will not reject anyone 
who comes to me?" No one is excluded! No tricks, no exceptions, only the 
invitation to come into his loving arms. Jesus understands the pain of a life 
that simply exists; in his message today, we once again are offered the 
bread of life, a life we must hunger for. 
 Just as we sit down each day for our "daily bread," food that will 
sustain our physical life, our spiritual life is nourished through the 
partaking of holy Communion. The Catechism of the Catholic Church 
teaches us that "Communion? preserves, increases, and renews the life of 
grace received at Baptism" (CCC 1392). Do you simply exist in the 
activities of your daily life? When you next receive the holy Eucharist, 
pause for a moment to contemplate what it truly means, nourishment for 
your soul that will sustain you for all eternity. Remember the invitation of 
Jesus that all who come to him are welcome. Choose to live! 
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"And this is the will of the one who sent me, that I should not 
lose anything of what he gave me, but that I should raise it on 
the last day. For this is the will of my Father, that everyone 
who sees the Son and believes in him may have eternal life, 
and I shall raise him up on the last day." - Jn. 6:39-40

The Vatican II Dogmatic Constitution on the Church, Lumen Gentium, addresses the issue of death,                       

       purgatory and heaven at the end of chapter seven, "The Pilgrim Church." The Council asserted the       
       rich image of the church as the "pilgrim people of God." In so doing, the Council affirmed that union  
      with God is understood in terms of pilgrimage.  
       Pilgrimage is a faith journey undertaken for the ultimate purpose of being united with "the holy." For Christians, our pilgrimage   
       begins with baptism, when we commit ourselves to putting on the mind and heart  of Christ. We join others who struggle to be  
       faithful, constantly striving to grow in readiness for ultimate union with God. 
       Upon death, some experience the completion of their journey to God begun at baptism. We call this heaven. We honor those   
       pilgrims with the feast of All Saints, asking them to intercede for us as we continue our pilgrimage on earth.
