the world. For over one hundred years, the day has also celebrated the conclusion of the V. __.. _.
Prayer for Christian Unity. Begun by the Graymoor Fathers of Garrison, New York, in 1908, the entire week
actively promotes Christian unity through prayer, dialogue, and action among the various Christian denominations.
On this day fifty years ago, newdyected Pope John XXIIl was celebrating the close of the Week of Prayer for Christianttimity g
basilica of St. Paul Outside the Walls in Rome. Upon concluding the Eucharist, he announced to the few gathered cartimals tha
planned to call a council of the universal church for the purpose of promoting church renewal and advancing church unity.
The reaction of the cardinals was one of stunned surprise. They were not expecting anything like this from s ggemigrold
pope. Yet Pope John was not deterred as he pressed for preparations to make the council a reality. After three yeat®ogprep
the Second Vatican Council officially convened on October 11, 1962. John, attributing the council to the inspiratioolyoSgietH
promoted the council as a "New Pentecost" intended to strengthen and renew the universal church.
