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Cycles of Faith  
 
1st Sunday of Lent 
  
He spent most of his college days creating or recovering from hangovers 
instead of studying. While his parents had taken him to various 
Protestant churches as a young boy, God was the furthest thing from his 
mind. He was expelled from school and soon found himself in the military 
where his off-duty hours were spent behaving much as he did in college. 
After his discharge, he aimlessly wandered through life and jobs until a 
priest who was building a new parish in Chicago offered to introduce him 
personally to the Catholic faith. At the Rite of Initiation, the man realized 
that perhaps his own angels had been with him as he wandered through 
the desert of his former life. 
 Have you experienced a bit of desert wandering of your own? In 
today's Gospel from Mark, it is the very beginning of Jesus' public 
ministry. Upon his baptism by John, the Holy Spirit leads Jesus out into 
the desert where he remains for forty days. During this time, he is 
immediately challenged by Satan, but as the Gospel states, "He was 
among wild beasts, and the angels ministered  
to him." Can we recognize our beasts, and still rely on our angels? 
 Throughout Jesus' forty days, his thoughts were always first and 
foremost with his Father. This saving grace protected him from danger 
and temptation. Yet we all too frequently choose to seek God's 
intervention only as a last resort (CCC 2732). Whether we spend our 
days in the presence of life's temptations or try to battle the beasts and 
demons that come our way, how can we be so bold as to believe we can do 
it on our own, when Jesus himself relied on God as his savior and 
protector? Faith is, was, and shall always be our greatest shield. 
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After John had been arrested, Jesus came to Galilee 
proclaiming the gospel of God: òThis is the time of 
fulfillment. The kingdom of God is at hand. Repent, and 
believe in the gospel.ó -   Mk 1:14-15

Is there a structure to the Old Testament readings that are proclaimed during the Lenten 
Season? 
While great attention is rightly paid to the Gospel readings during the Lenten season, little 
attention is often given to the readings from the Hebrew Scriptures, which Christians call 

the Old Testament. In Vatican II's Lectionary restructuring, greater emphasis was given to the 
Hebrew Scriptures, especially in their Christian understanding of preparing for and prefiguring 
the Christ event. 
Each Lenten Sunday has a particular Old Testament focus that is the same in all three Lectionary years. The first five Lenten Sundays 
have Old Testament readings that outline key events in God's saving action in human history, culminating with Christ. This sketch of 
salvation history is expanded and developed further during the Easter Vigil, with seven readings from Hebrew Scriptures. Further, each 
Lenten Sunday has it own particular focus on salvation history. The first Sunday, except in Year C, contains accounts concerning God's 
initial relationships with human beings. The second Sunday focuses on key events in the life of Abraham, while the third Sunday zeroes 
in on Moses. The fourth Sunday examines key events between the Exodus and the Exile, while the fifth Sunday looks at the end-time 
fulfillment of God's promises from various prophetic passages. This thematic grouping of the first reading of each Lenten Sunday helps 
us appreciate God's faithfulness and the people's response that ultimately led to Jesus, God incarnate. This Lent, attune yourself to 
these Old Testament events which paved the way for God's saving actions in Jesus.
