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Cycles of Faith 
 
2nd Sunday of Lent 
 
 We have a family friend who simply loves to entertain. No matter  
what the occasion, she can be counted on to provide the perfect 
entertainment, accommodations, and most importantly, the most 
imaginative and delicious food one could imagine. She thinks of everything,  
and has even been called on by our pastor to cater special parish events,  
such as the welcoming dinner for our new associate pastor. And on such 
occasions, we can always be assured that she will cook enough food to feed  
three times the invited guests, though miraculously nothing goes to waste. 
 The story of the Transfiguration in today's Gospel from Mark 
contains a smaller lesson within the lesson, but one no less important. As  
the brilliant light transfigures Jesus, there appear Moses and Elijah to Peter,  
James, and John. All three disciples were stunned, but Peter, always one to  
speak up, offers that it's a good thing Jesus brought them along, because they 
 can build tents for everyone! Of course, God must remind them of why they  
were really brought along-to bear witness to God's declaration that Jesus 
is his Son, and that they should listen to him. 
 It is upon a mountain that God first spoke to Moses and Elijah. 
At the Transfiguration, Peter, James and John are witness to the presence 
of the Holy Trinity. And it is here that they first hear of Jesus' rising from 
the dead, though they are cautioned not to speak of any of what they have 
seen (CCC 554). What a request! Could we, having witnessed such a 
glorious event, contain ourselves? Like the generous hostess who has 
provided far more than seems to be required, we are forever filled with the 
promise of salvation. Let Jesus Christ speak to you today, and don't just 
hear him, listen to him! 
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Then a cloud came, casting a shadow over them; 
then from the cloud came a voice, òThis is my 
beloved Son. Listen to him.ó Suddenly, looking 
around, they no longer saw anyone but Jesus alone 
with them. - Mk 9:7-8

How can I make my Lent more meaningful? 
 
The readings for Ash Wednesday set the Lenten tone, calling God's people to a forty-day 

journey of conversion through a heightened focus on prayer, fasting and acts of justice and mercy. 
The word of God for both daily and Sunday liturgies is the meat and substance of our prayer. The 
first reading from the Old Testament for every Sunday of Lent provides a magnificent mosaic of the 
Hebrew people's conversion journey with God. The second reading and the Gospel proclaim the 
culmination of that journey in the Incarnation and saving acts of Jesus, the savior. Prayerful reflection on the word of God can take 
many forms, but it must be connected to our everyday life, if our conversion journey is to be fruitful.  
Fasting enables us to attune ourselves to God by curbing those attractions that can distract us from taking on the mind and heart of 
Jesus. We fast from food, remembering how Jesus fasted forty days before beginning his public ministry of proclaiming God's reign. 
Liturgically, we "fast" from flowers, the Gloria, the alleluia, rich colors and instrumental music during Lent. All are an attempt to have 
our senses and attitude seek God. 
Prayer and fasting thrust us into actions of justice and mercy on behalf of others, especially those most in need. If prayer and fasting 
do not lead to action, then they remain empty. 
How will you ensure that your Lenten prayer and fasting move you to action on behalf of others?

Lenten Regulations on Fast and Abstinence 
Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of Lent.  The following 
fasting and abstinence regulations are observed: 

¶ Abstinence from meat is observed on Ash Wednesday, Good 
Friday, and all the Fridays of Lent by all Catholics 14 years of age 
and older. 

¶ Fasting is observed on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday by 
all Catholics who are 18 years of age but not yet 59 years of 
age.  Those bound by this rule may take only one full meal.  Two 
smaller meals are permitted as necessary to maintain strength 
according to one's needs, but eating solid foods between meals is 
not permitted. 
 
The special Paschal fast and abstinence are observed on Good 
Friday and, where possible, on Holy Saturday.  On these days, 
Christians prepare themselves by these disciplines in anticipation 
of the renewal of their baptismal commitment on Easter.  
 
From its earliest days, the Church has urged the baptized and the 
catechumens to observe the threefold discipline of fasting, 
almsgiving, and prayer as a preparation for the celebration of 
Easter.  Failure to observe individual days of penance is not 
considered serious, but failure to observe any penitential days at 
all or a substantial number of such days must be considered 
serious. During Lent, the Church encourages self-imposed times 
of fasting, and generosity to local, national, and worldwide 
programs of sharing.
